The Comus Club

As an organization, The Comus Club, provides a link between the past and current members of ‘The Other Society’. This bridge is maintained by a Bar Night in the Union Bar every First Tuesday of the month and the organisation of an annual Dinner that, by tradition, is always held on the second Friday after the First Tuesday in January. The annual Dinner normally attracts an attendance of around 100 members.

The Comus Club has several traditions, of which one carries a potentially ‘costly’ forfeit if not adhered too! If you accept membership of the Comus Club you will be asked to purchase a Comus Club Tie. If, on a First Tuesday, you are unable to produce the tie if asked to do so by another member of the Club, you are expected to buy a round of drinks for all Comus Club members present. Another tradition is the concept of ‘The Pin’. When a Comus Club member elects to enter the state of ‘(w)holy’ matrimony, they are presented with a rolling pin painted in the Comus Club colours. The Pin is inscribed with the ‘wisdom’ of the Club membership at the annual Dinner before being presented to the Comus Club member concerned.

‘The 50 Club’

‘The 50 Club’ is a twice-yearly prize draw. ‘50 Club’ membership is open to any member and costs £10 a year paid by Standing Order at the beginning of each calendar year. The money raised is used to pay out the prizes won at each draw and the remainder is used to help cover costs associated with running the Club such as postage for the Dinner invitations. The first draw takes place at the Dinner in January and has a first prize of £100. The second draw takes place at the Comus Club meeting during the summer. The first prize at this draw is £75.
